1-4  Reimbursement System in Korea

       • 2 plates and 2 bags per a week or 3 one-pieces per a week (colostomate)

       • 3 plates and 3 bags per a week or 4 one-pieces per a week (ileostomate)

       • Co-payment for cancer patient has been changed

         Ostomy bags & plates reimbursement scheme began in 2005.

         Within 5 years after surgery - pay just 5 % of reimbursement price.

         Over 5 years after surgery – pay 60 % of reimbursement price 

          Over 5 years after surgery – pay 20 % of reimbursement price for registered ostomates ( We 

got it by struggling against the government, it began since Oct. 2011)

2. History of Korea Ostomy Association

       • 1985. Mar. 16 : Established K.O.A

       • 1997. Feb.5 : Incorporated Association approval by the Government.

       • 2003. July. 1 : Government approval ostomates as a disabled person.

       • 2005. Sep. : Ostomy bags & plates were classified as a reimbursement items.

       • 2011. Oct. : Government support for ostomy products by the Disabled Person Welfare Law
